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MAJOR RETROSPECTIVE EXHIBITION 15th December 2007 — 27th January 2008
ROGER CORFE 1912 - 2004 NORTHAMPTON MUSEUM & ART GALLERY

This major exhibition of paintings by the
late Roger Corfe is a unique chance to see
the development of a serious artist’s work
over a long life-time. Spanning eight
decades, the exhibition shows how his style
broadened out with free handling of paint,
enabling him to achieve overtones of
impressionism in oils and Turneresque
fluidity in watercolours. He painted ‘en
plein air’ in all weathers, capturing peaceful
rural corners and distant landscapes.

The exhibition takes us on an extensive
journey through the places which appealed
to him most. Early works include
fascinating small etchings and pre-war
paintings, and later  we see
Northamptonshire villages and countryside

as well as many other parts of Britain.
Further afield there are records of his visits
abroad, including France and Italy. Then
we are drawn back to his home and studio
at Holcot and glimpses of the immediate
surroundings. Roger’s constant return to
the wildlife reserve at Pitsford Water and
his continued study of water and light there
is astonishing. Here he was entirely
engaged with the ever changing variety of
weather and seasons. Clouds, impending
rain and reflections or overgrown grasses,
sunlit trees and dark shadows fascinated
him. He had a particular ability to convey
the atmosphere of landscape with
enormous dexterity in both oil and
watercolour.

Born in 1912, Roger Corfe studied at
Heatherley’s School of Art in Chelsea
before qualifying as a dental surgeon at
Guys Hospital. He spent WW?2 in the Royal
Army Dental Corps and returned to settle
and practice in Northamptonshire.
However, he remained a prolific artist with
over a thousand works created during his
life due to his unrelenting commitment to
painting. A quiet, modest man, Roger Corfe
found inspiration in the beauty of
landscape, which he clearly enjoyed
sharing with us in his paintings.

The exhibition comprises more than 200
paintings, of which 160 will be available to
buy. There will also be a display of
sketchbooks and etchings. A monograph
about the artist’s work and life is in
preparation to accompany the exhibition.
This is a special opportunity for painters
and collectors alike.

Cath Evans has lived in Brixworth since the
age of 8. Over the last 5 years she has
pursued a career as a landscape
photographer.

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NEW PREMISES FOR RIGIFLEX AT
FERRO FIELDS INDUSTRIAL ESTATE

Rigiflex moved to Northampton Road
Brixworth thirty five years ago and
established a flourishing business, making
many types of plastic extrusions. After
many months of negotiations and planning
consultations/permissions, the Directors
sold the site, which is on the right-hand
side of Northampton Road adjacent to
Froxhill Crescent, to Haddonstone
Developments and leased Ibex Barn which
is in Ferro Fields, Scaldwell Industrial
Estate Brixworth. (See photograph). The
original Rigiflex building has been
demolished together with the large house
on the site and work has commenced on
building 34 units of housing, but this
development is now owned by a new
company.

Rigiflex retained nearly all their work-
force bar two after the move, but have
recruited two new employees as they have
added an extra extrusion machine. They
have a work-force of 19 personnel
working a three shift system covering 24
hours per day from Monday 7.30am to
Friday afternoon. Sometimes when the
work load is high, additional hours will be
worked on Sunday and Friday nights.

Rigiflex supply flexible and rigid
extrusions in a wide range of plastics,
including P.V.C., Styrene, A.B.S. and
Polycarbonate. The products are used in
reinforced concrete, the aircraft industry
for covering up wiring and piping in
British Airways and Virgin cabins (the
colours have to match the particular livery
of the airline), display shelving and label
containers for companies such as Marks &
Spencer, Boots, Clinton Cards, Tescos and
other high street retailers. In company
offices, their products can be seen on
office dividers as decorative edgings.

Turnover has increased recently, but it
will take 10 years to recover the costs of
this move. The Directors, Barry
Hammond, Phillip Irmison and Peter
Garley have spent money converting the
barn into a very eco-friendly environment.
The walls have had an additional skin
added and the heat given out by the
compressors and chillers (housed in an
annexe to the building) is blown into the
factory area. Scrap plastic is collected and
recycled to avoid wastage. Water used to
cool the extrusion dies is recycled and very
little tap water is used in the factory
process. The extrusions dies are designed
in-house, but are spark eroded by a
subcontractor to produce these exact and

necessary parts of the extrusion process.
The dies are stored for future use, in the
maintenance area where the engineer has
machine tools for servicing the 10
extrusion machines. 40 different colours
are stored in bags in a separate part of the
building, so that the hoppers of the
production machines can easily be refilled
when necessary.

The Bulletin would like to thank Peter
Garley for taking the time to show me
round their very clean and well laid facility
and we would like to wish the Brixworth
firm continued success in their new
location.

Dear Sir

Having visited Brixworth Refuse and Re-
cycling Centre regularly for the last 46 years, I
have seen many changes there. It is now better
kept, cleaner, tidier and better organised than it
has ever been. Reuben Price has made an
amazing difference to the place and employs
exceptionally pleasant and helpful staff.

For many years now, I have bought clothes
and shoes there and given them to four families,
each with several children — two are single
parent families. I know their sizes and likes and
dislikes and feel that this is one of the more
worthwhile things that I do to help others.
Suddenly I find that all clothes and shoes and
most toys have to be put immediately into
enormous metal bins — no one is allowed to go
near them and they are emptied by vast lorries.
The families that I have helped for years find it
hard to believe that I can no longer do anything
for them. Many, many local people and people
from further afield came to Brixworth to buy and
so re-cycle clothes and shoes in this county
which surely should be encouraged BEFORE
things are sent abroad which I understand is
what is now happening.

Reuben Price used to get a large part of his
income from the year round sale of clothes and
shoes to local people and had many regular
customers. Now he gets nothing at all as, I am
told, the contract for clothes and shoes has been
sold off separately. I just hope that he will not
feel it is no longer worth his while to continue at
Brixworth because this major source of his
income has been taken away. Every one
concerned is very unhappy with the present
situation.

[ sincerely hope that you will try to get the
previous re-cycling method for clothes, shoes
and toys restored as soon as possible because
everyone was very happy with it.

Dear Bulletin

I am sorry and disappointed to hear that Ms
Knowles and others are no longer able to
purchase toys and clothes from the recycling
centre at Brixworth. For many years this has
been a source of some good quality, cheap
products for local people and has provided
income for those who run the very efficient shop
in that area.

Although I am still hunting out the facts, it
seems unfortunate at best, that needy local
people are apparently now being denied the
chance to purchase these items. It cannot be
right that vulnerable members of our community
are being made to suffer. Less well-off people in
the rural part of this county cannot easily or
cheaply get to a charity shop for an alternative
source of cheaper clothing. A £5 bus fare would
more than cancel out any saving they would
make.

I intend to raise this matter at the November
general meeting of the Parish Council and ask
them that we pursue this matter on behalf of
local people.

The recycling tip is not controlled by the
Parish Council, but it is my firm belief that this
village deserves an explanation of this apparent
change of policy and local needy people must
have a voice in any change.

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YELLOW LINES FOR
BRIXWORTH?
WE NEED TO TALK

Parish Council seeks your opinion.
Brixworth Parish Council has recently been
approached by a local pressure group asking
for what the group considers to be an urgent
priority for Brixworth — double yellow lines
at certain key areas in the village — the area
around the Northampton Road/Kennel
Terrace junction has been identified as
particularly problematic.

The Parish Council has long acknowledged
its concerns over inappropriate speeding and
the now frequent instances of careless parking
likely to endanger the lives of both
pedestrians and other drivers. At the same
time, Councillors, ever mindful of the needs
of local residents and businesses who
sometimes have no option other than to park
on the highway, have decided to open up the
debate to the whole village - not just to those
who may be directly affected, (who, in any
such case, would be automatically consulted
through the due process of the law) but to
EVERYONE in the village.

Towards that end, the Parish Council has
initially invited a representative from the
Highways Department to carry out a
feasibility study on various key areas. This
will take the form of a village walkabout with
Parish Councillors to identify particular
parking blackspots. Areas, which the lobby
group has so far identified, are:

* Entrance to the Primary School on

Froxhill Crescent.

* The Highway outside the

library/community Centre.

* The Northampton Road/Spratton Road

junction.

* The Spratton Road/Pytchley Way
junction

* Kennel Terrace/Northampton Road

junction.

The local police have also been asked to
supply traffic accident figures over the past
three years.

After consultation with the Highways
Department, whose recommendations can
sometimes be overly prescriptive and in some
instances, make little sense to the average
villager, the Parish Council intends to take
those ‘suggestions’ to a public meeting to be
held early in the New Year - at which point
the public will be invited to have its say in
full. The Parish Council wishes it to be
known that no decision will be taken on such
a controversial issue until those views are
fully understood and debated. In the end, it
may be that there is no will for double yellow
lines at all. If that view predominates, then
that view will be respected.

If, in the meantime, local residents wish to
write to the Parish Council with their views or
who may wish to identify specific areas other
than those already mentioned should
do so in writing to the Parish Clerk.

DOGGY DOO’S AND DON’TS ON PUBLIC PLACES

It is becoming increasingly evident that
there are a certain minority of dog owners
in this village who seem to assume that they
are not responsible for the mess that their
dog leaves around the paths and playing
fields. This is such a shame as for a while it
appeared that the problem of unsightly and
potentially dangerous dog excrement was

improving with the presence of so many
Dog Bins round our village, thanks to our
conscientious Parish Council. One of the
worst areas is the Ashway Playing Fields
where, despite the presence of no less than
FOUR Dog Bins, some people seem to
think that they can allow their dogs to foul
the very ground that young children will be
playing on. Children especially are at risk
from Toxicaris, a disease caused by the
eggs of round worms which can lead to
blindness. Faeces also harbour other
diseases and bacteria which can be spread
on shoes and wheels.

The DDC Dog Warden has been notified
of the problem in Brixworth and be warned
— Wardens issue £50.00 fixed penalty spot
fine notice to dog owners who do not
clean up after their dog in the designated
areas. This act covers all council owned
and maintained lands within the 40 and
below speed restriction. Failure to pay the
fine will result in legal proceedings with a
maximum of £1,000 upon conviction.

In case there is anyone out there who is
not sure what a Dog Bin looks like, please
check the photograph above. There are lots
of these all around the village, especially by
our Recreation Grounds. Please be a
responsible dog owner and use them.

Brixworth Youth Foundation is a small
local registered charity whose aim is to help
young people grow and mature as responsible
citizens by providing services that occupy and
entertain them and allow them to socialise in
a safe environment. Our philosophy is rooted
in a belief that young people are an important
building block of our society and that they
will benefit from more diverse activity which
broadens their experience and may allow
them to learn new skills. In doing so we aim
to support, rather than suppress youth culture.
This means we try to be tolerant but also set
down boundaries around behaviour that
affects others. We try to be realistic about
what young people do when not in the
presence of their parents, teachers or other
adults. Currently we operate two separate
ventures:

Brixworth Youth Club has been in
existence since 9th March 2005. It is for
Brixworth young people between the ages of
11 years to 17 years of age. Average
attendance on a Monday is fifty young people,
giving an annual rate of 2,500 attendances per
year.

The club aims to open on two nights per
week, Monday and Wednesday and,
according to the number of volunteers
available, is generally open during all holiday
periods except Christmas and New Year.
Unfortunately we have had to suspend
Wednesday nights due to shortage of
volunteers.

The club is run by a shrinking pool of
around 11 unpaid volunteers, seven of whom
form the Board of Trustees/Management
Committee. The range of activities provided
includes arts and crafts, pool, darts, table
tennis, table football, football, computer
games and dance mats. The club also provides
the opportunity to just meet and make friends.
We also hold competitions with cups and
trophies as prizes in order to encourage
formal participation in organised events. The
club is affiliated to the Northampton
Association of Youth Clubs and has had the
services of a youth worker to expand the craft
sessions available.

Brixworth Media Club was developed
from our work with young bands and offers a
rock master class to young bands, music

technology, karaoke and DJ skills led by the
qualified music leaders from a Corby based
charity Big About Music. We have held
several performances at the Village Hall to
allow our members to demonstrate their skills
and a karaoke night on the 8th November
allowed our members to demonstrate what
they were learning with the support of singing
music leaders.

We are currently exploring the
establishment of a youth theatre for Brixworth
and the surrounding areas (Brixworth Youth
Theatre). We have recently raised funds to
purchase a new pool table and we have also
raised funding to install good quality
basketball equipment.

One difficulty we face is the reluctance of
funding bodies to provide revenue monies to
cover running costs. If the County Council
had not supported the development of the
Media Club with revenue, the sole revenue
available to the club would have been the
contribution from Brixworth Parish Council.
If this had happened the club would have had
to close during the latter part of the 2007/2008
financial year.

The Foundation needs the support of the
people of Brixworth, local businesses and the
County, District and Parish Councils, if it is to
develop and thrive.

The Village of the Year Competition is all
about the strength of the voluntary work ethic
in the village and about the amount of time
that ordinary residents contribute towards
helping their community and as such
Brixworth has, once again, scored very
highly.

Unfortunately, under the rules of the
competition, Brixworth must rest on its laurels
as its population of over 5000 has now
exceeded the upper limit of what ACRE
deems to be a large village.

We invited Northamptonshire ACRE to
comment on our village status — should we
now be calling ourselves a small town then?
‘Interesting question” says ACRE’s  Chief
Executive, David Quayle ‘We will examine
our ruling on the upper limit question — but it
seems to be a bit of a grey area and off hand I
know of no clear guidelines, for example I was
once mayor of a town with a population of
well under 5000.

We spoke to Richard Wood, Head of
Planning Policy at D.D.C. regarding the
definition of a large village and a small town.
He replied that it was not just a matter of
population size but strategic concerns were
important. For instance, if it was decided to
consider a village for housing development,
then after extensive consultation with
villagers, the village could be designated a
small town even before the construction of
houses had been completed.

So where does that leave us?—seemingly in
no man’s land. Would anyone out there, care
to come up with an answer?

GOODBYE & THANK YOU TO BRENDA KEW

After almost thirty years of escorting our village
school children across the busy Northampton
Road, Mrs. Brenda Kew has now retired as our
lollipop lady — she will be badly missed and it is
certain that many generations of pupils past and
present would wish to pay tribute to Brixworth’s
“first lady’ and to express their gratitude for her
conscientious and devoted service to the
community over these many years.

A Brixworth resident born and bred, and a
carer all her life, Brenda was a nursing auxiliary,
working for some time at Pitsford Geriatric
Hospital, mostly on the night shift, which is why
she was delighted to be appointed as lollipop
lady for Brixworth, which despite the often cold,
wet and windy two hour daily stint, at least
meant she could get a normal night’s sleep!

For Brenda, the job was all about her very
special relationship with the children, many of
whom regularly stopped for a ‘natter’, sharing
their thoughts and troubles. Such was her charm
that mothers regularly used Brenda as a ‘bribe’,
to encourage their sometime reluctant offspring
with ‘come on, let’s go and see the lollipop lady’
— it always worked!

The only thing that really got Brenda down
was petty bureaucracy which dictated that she
could only escort school children — a law which
she was happy to ignore for the elderly or mums
with toddlers.

REPLACEMENT LOLLIPOP LADY

The need is urgent.
The Bulletin telephoned the Road and Crossing
Safety Department of Northants County Council
to ask when Brenda Kew would be replaced.
Shirley Harrison, NCC School Crossing Patrol
Manager, reported that sadly she was not
allowed to recruit because of the County
Council’s recruitment freeze currently in place
due to lack of funds. However through Mrs.
Harrison’s good offices and those of Cllr. Chris
Millar (County Councillor for Brixworth) an
exception has been made in the case of
Brixworth . However, we’re not out of the
woods yet — Mrs. Harrison reports that it could
take a few months to find and train up a
replacement (please see her advertisement on
this page). This vacancy needs to be filled
ASAP.

PROPOSED ZEBRA CROSSING
Brenda’s retirement has arrived at an awkward
time for the school and its pupils because the
anticipated installation of the zebra crossing
opposite the old Rigiflex site has had to be
delayed because of the developers’ temporary
right of access for their construction vehicles site
through the Northampton Road entrances. Even
though the creation of the Froxhill entrance is
well under way, the developers are not allowed
to use it for their heavy construction vehicles.

Upon completion of the first phase of the
development and prior to the occupation of the
last dwelling on the site, the two existing
accesses from Northampton Road will be
permanently closed to vehicular traffic and at
this point, the much needed zebra crossing will
be installed together with the creation of off road
parking in the area currently used as a bus stop.
(The bus stop will be moved southwards beyond
the mini roundabout).

The Headteacher and staff are doing their very
best to cope with this situation (they are
currently conducting road safety classes with the
children). The School staff, the school governors
together with the Parish Council appeal to local
drivers for patience and extra caution during this
difficult and potentially hazardous period.

A further condition laid down in a 106
agreement is that a ‘continuous footpath shall be
laid out through the site between Northampton
Road and the site boundary with the school’.
Headteacher, David Boucher has indicated his
satisfaction with the planned route but
realistically recognises that the path cannot and
will not be used until the safety of the children
can be guaranteed.

MORE WILL BE DONE
In view of the problems surrounding the
development of the old Rigiflex site and in the
light of the delay on the Zebra Crossing and the
‘lollipop vacancy’, a school ‘Travel Plan’ will be
expedited as a matter of urgency in order to ease
current congestion and hopefully to reduce the
number of parents driving to the School. It is
expected that a parents’ evening will be called
soon to discuss the proposal. Paddy Fox

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POLICE QUARTERLY REPORT

Since my last report a group of local
representatives have met and together a decision
was made that the Policing Priority for the area
should be

1 Parking

2 Youth Nuisance/underage drinking

3 Speeding

We have been working on these issues since
mid August and together with local authority
partners have been campaigning for clear
parking restrictions to be placed on Spratton
Road, Pytchley Way, Northampton Road and the
junction of Kennel Terrace Northampton Road
and Holcot Road. Negotiations are on going.

Your Parish Council have organised for some
alterations to Northampton Road including a
zebra crossing, moving of a bus stop and
additional dedicated  parking. Some
improvements to St David’s Close are planned
too in an attempt to prevent parking there for the
sports field.

Since mid August we have conducted 38
directed patrols specifically targeting youth
nuisance. Over 60 cans of alcohol have been
seized and several packets of cigarettes. A small
number of youths in the village remain on
Acceptable Behaviour Contracts in an effort to
kerb behaviour that affects others. I continue to
plead to parents to question what their children
are doing and why they come home drunk.

We have conducted 11 speed checks and
enforcement in the village and a number of
tickets have been issued, mostly to Brixworth
residents.

The representatives will meet again in
November to discuss progress and decide on
priorities for the next 3-6 months.

Since August there has been a marked
increase in dwelling burglary in the area (8).
Some of these have been car key burglaries. This
is a relatively new method of stealing motor
vehicles. Please take this opportunity to check
your own security and make sure your car keys
are hidden out of sight, NOT on the hall table, in
your door lock or within reach of letterboxes or
cat flaps etc. A Northampton male has been
arrested in relation to some of these and we
await progress on the case.

Three drink drivers have been caught within
the last month and all have been charged and
bailed to court.

Of concern nationally is an increase of theft of
metals, in particular lead and copper. We have
been hit dreadfully with Spratton School and
church being hit, also Scaldwell, Lamport and
Holcot churches. Please keep your eyes peeled
for any activity on roofs — if you are at all
suspicious please call us on 08453 700700.

On two occasions, 3 adults have been arrested
recently in relation to theft of metals, one group
from an offence in Holcot and the other on
Holcot Road Brixworth.

A young man from Creaton has been charged
with dangerous driving following an incident on
9th April 07 when a local male was knocked
down and injured on Brampton Way.

An ex-Brixworth male has been sentenced to
a 12 month suspended sentence for 2 years and
250 hours community service for burglary (some
offences committed in Brixworth).

The appeal to Crown court mentioned in the
last Bulletin finally took place on 24th Sept and

a local shop keeper was sentenced to 28 days
imprisonment for storing and selling alcohol
without a licence and selling alcohol to a minor.
All the alcohol seized has been passed to local
charities for disposal.

We executed a search warrant under the Drugs
Act at an address in Brixworth on 13th July, an
adult male was later arrested and he is currently
on delayed charge bail pending enquiries.

PCSO Jemma Simkins has now embarked on
her career break and we welcome PCSO Jo
Hillery to the team. We also have another
Special Constable, Steve Miller, who will be out
on patrol once a week to assist on the area.

Plea for a Touch of Sanity.

Our village is in turmoil and has been so for
some time. The idea of building houses and
flats on redundant industrial or commercial
land is basically a good one. Government
tells us that homes are urgently needed, but
the sites around Brixworth seem to serve to
cram the largest number into the space
available with scant thought for people’s
quality of life. How long before they become
slums, I wonder?

The iniquitous ruling that allows gardens to
be called ‘brownfield land’ has led to more
homes to be shoe-horned into the tiniest
spaces. The development opposite Pytchley
Court is a prime example. Ironically the
developer’s publicity stresses the quality
village homes aspect. Nothing could be
further from the truth. This is no more than an
off-the-peg set of buildings squeezed into
someone’s back garden. I shudder to think
what will be made of the former Rigiflex
patch. I believe that part of this development
is to be of much-needed affordable homes.
But what do we mean by affordable? My
archaic brain nurses a figure of £50 or
£60,000. Doubtless a multi-millionaire
developer would think £200,000 is
affordable. Incidentally, where will this ‘new
build.” come out on to the street? I have heard
that it will access Froxhill Crescent close to
the school. What fun folk will have finding
their way in and out whilst the school run is
on!

Talking about the school run, I had hoped
that, after all the publicity about the healthy
aspects of walking to school, it would have
slimmed down somewhat with the start of the
autumn term. Not a bit of it. There are more
cars than ever before, and it seems that hardly
anyone drives a small car any more. Gas-
guzzling obscenities line up twice daily for
hundreds of yards around the school to
disgorge their contents. Those seeking to
justify these vehicles often argue that they are
concerned for the safety of their children.
This may or may not be so while they are in
it, but sure as eggs are eggs they are spewing
out pollution for their little darlings to breathe
in from the arse/back end.

From my window in the cul-de-sac where [
live 1 can see 16 properties. On a recent

Sunday morning, I counted 32 motors
crammed into driveways or scattered along
the pavements. It has become commonplace
to have to risk life and limb around the
village by walking into the road to get around
them. An increasing number of houses have
paved over their gardens to accommodate
them. This leads to increased run-off
whenever it rains, with the risk of flash
flooding.

Finally, what about those hideously huge
vehicles which pass as the modern generation
of farm tractors? These noisy beasts are the
ultimate in gas-guzzlers, at a time when oil is
rapidly becoming a scarce and finite
resource. When they pass along our narrow
village streets they cause chaos to other road
users. Only the other day I had to back up to
let a vast yellow rubber-tracked machine with
a multi-furrowed plough in tow pass along
the Northampton Road. A combine harvester
with balloon tyres only just managed to
scrape through the chicanes along Spratton
Road, while the driver sat in his cab on a level
with the bedrooms in the nearby houses. I
couldn’t help thinking of the Martians in H G
Wells” ‘War of the Worlds’ as I craned my
neck to look up at him.

Even these don’t qualify as the ultimate in
vehicle size in Brixworth. Several times
daily, from as early as 4.30am and until after
dark in the evenings giant articulated lorries
haul vast yellow (why are all these things
bright yellow?) monstrosities through our
narrow streets. These must be at the very
limit for size allowed on our roads. It is a
mystery to me how they were given
permission to operate through our village.
One thing is sure. Sooner or later there is
likely to be an accident, with someone
injured or even worse.

All this doom and gloom brings me to my
picture this time. Intentionally it has nothing
to do with the above (how could it?). I hope
you enjoy the autumn colour as we settle into
the dark short days of winter.

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AFFORDABLE HOUSING SURVEY FOR BRIXWORTH

The lack of affordable homes in rural
villages is having an adverse effect on the
viability and sustainability of rural life.
Both young and old are having to move
away from their communities to find
affordable accommodation.

Brixworth Parish Council has been
concerned for some time about the lack of
suitable affordable housing in the village
and recently have been in communication
with Northamptonshire Rural Housing
Association to try and address this matter.
NRHA specialise in building small
schemes of affordable housing for people
with strong local connections to Brixworth.

Affordable housing explained
What is affordable housing?

NHRA defines it as housing for those
who cannot afford to purchase at current
market levels. The housing is managed by a
Housing Association (registered social
landlord) and can be in the form of rented
accommodation or New Build Homebuy
(this is the new name for shared
ownership/shared equity).

What is New Build?

New Build Homebuy allows purchasers
to buy a minimum initial purchase of at
least 25% of a newly-built home and pay
rent for the remaining share. Purchasers
may buy further shares in their home when
they can afford to do so — a process known
as staircasing. The purchase of further
shares will be at market value. In rural
areas such properties will always remain as
affordable housing as purchases are only
able to staircase up to 80%.

This means that the house cannot be
bought outright and will remain with the
housing association as an affordable home
for new residents if the original residents
move on. New Build Homebuy offers the
same benefits and risks as full home
ownership.

Who is affordable housing for?
It is the objective of the Parish Council
that any scheme aimed at meeting a proven

need would be managed by a specialist
rural Housing Association that has a local
lettings policy restricting residency to those
with a strong local connection. It is also
desired that a planning agreement is put in
place that restricts the housing to those with
a strong local connection as well. A strong
local connection would be current
residency in the Parish, close relatives in
the Parish and/or currently employed in the
Parish.

As mentioned before, the housing is for
those who cannot afford to purchase at
current market levels and this can be first
time buyers, older people looking to
downsize, families or people whose
circumstances have changed.

Affordable properties managed by
NRHA with a local lettings policy would
always be available for local people who
have that need. The allocation of available
properties would be dealt with via the Local
Authority Housing register, The Housing
Association and the Parish Council. The
Parish Council would be involved to
confirm any potential residents’ local
connection.

In order to find out the extent of the need
in Brixworth and to identify whether or not
the needs of local people are being met.
NRHA is undertaking an independent
housing needs survey of the village on
behalf of the Parish Council.

In this respect, it would be helpful if you
could spend a few minutes completing the
